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Tattoo Film Aftercare

Leave transparent film (Derm Shield) on tattoo for NO more than 48 hrs. This cover provides a
superior healing environment for your fresh tattoo. It s designed as a barrier to keep out dirt
and germes. This barrier also helps reduce pain from frition, 50 you can continue most of your
normal activities. It speeds up healing by locking in your body's natural agents to create a moist
environment. Its a breathable film that allows moisture vapor and oxygen exchange, 5o skin
an function like normal. This reduces scabbing and scarring. Its designed to be light and
flexible. Plus,it only sticks to the skin, not your tattoo. Also, the wrap is waterproof, so you can
shower and bathe like normal. Its also transparent 50 you can show off your new ink. Your
tattoo willlook kind of blurry do to all the moisture locked in. Don't worry it will wash away
once film is removed and tattoo is washed. Still keep your tattoo out of direct sunlight until
fully healed. After the 48 hrs. remove wrap. Wash hands, then wash your tattoo gently
with an antibacterial soap using your fingertips. DO NOT use a wash cloth or
scrubber!! Rinse thoroughly by splashing water up over the tattoo. DO NOT place
tattoo directly under running water!! Pat dry with a clean paper towel. Allow your
tattoo to air dry for another 5-10 minutes. When dry, apply a small amount of,
preferably Aquaphor and/or Aveeno Baby. Moisturize your tattoo 5-6 times a day or
whenever it appears dry. Wash your tattoo at least twice a day. Always wash your
hands (o anyone who may be assisting) BEFORE washing and applying
lotion!! And be sure to wash the tattoo after you shower.

Tattoos done by our artists that require a touch-up wil be done ONCE free of charge so long as

the touch-up is scheduled within 60 days of the original tattoo. (No call/No show wil result i

loss of free touch-up) Tattoos that are improperly cared for or placed in areas advised against
by the artist may not qualify for a free touch-up; e.g. hands, feet, fingers, necks, etc.
