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Tattoo Aftercare

Remove bandage (wrap) within 1-2 hours. Wash hands, then wash your tattoo gently with an
antibacterial soap using your fingertips. DO NOT use a wash cloth or scrubber!! Rinse thoroughly by
splashing water up over the tattoo. DO NOT place tattoo directly under running water!! Pat dry
with a clean paper towel. Allow your tattoo to air dry for another 5-10 minutes. When dry, apply a
small amount of ointment, preferably tattoo aftercare, or Aquaphor for the 1* 3 days, 3-5 times a
day (or when feeling dry), rubbed gently into the skin so that it does not appear slick or slimy. After
day 3 switch to a lotion, preferably Aquaphor or Aveeno Baby. Moisturize your tattoo 5-6 times a
day or whenever it appears dry. Always wash your hands (or anyone who may be assisting) BEFORE
washing and applying ointment o lotion!! And be sure to wash the tattoo after you shower.

« DO NOT pick, scratch, or peel any loose skin or scabs! They will come off when ready while washing
or applying moisturizer.
DO NOT soak your tattoo in pools, oceans, baths, hot tubs, etc. Try to take shorter showers until
completely healed (approximately 2-3 weeks).
 NO direct sunlight until completely healed. Once healed if you cannot prevent exposure to the sun,
apply a maximum strength sun block (spf 45 or higher) to keep your colors looking bright and new!
« Be aware that during the first few days of healing the tattoo may seep ink, blood or lymph which may
stain clothing, sheets or other fabrics
 Tattoos done by our artists that require a touch-up will be done ONCE free of charge so long as the
touch-up s scheduled within 60 days of the original tattoo.
(No call/No show will result i loss of free touch-up) Tattoos that are improperly cared for or placed
in areas advised against by the artist may not qualify for a free touch-up;
e.g.hands, feet, fingers, necks, etc
